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Written according to its own dictum, “language is the universal 
inebriant,” these epistolary essays, personal narratives, meditations 
on avant-garde writers, and unorthodox forays into the “narco-
imaginary”—the habits and conventions surrounding literary and 
cultural representations of drug use—attend to the residue of transient 
impressions that remain, long after the delirium of creative activity 
subsides.

His heady syntax will thrill any reader hungry for 
gorgeous complication.
